There are 1320 names on the Harlan Miners Memorial monument covering the years 1912-2006, one of
whom was my great uncle.

A visit to Harlan for genealogical purposes in 2019 led to a visit of that monument on the grounds of the
Harlan County Courthouse. | realized that each name represented a loss. To the individual of course but
also to family, friends and coworkers. On returning home | attempted online to find a list of the names
appearing on the monument but was unsuccessful. That led to searching photos | had taken and
recording every name chronologically as they appeared on the monument.

In doing so, while appreciating the memorializing of the men listed on the monument | knew they
represented more than just a name. It was decided to create a searchable list encapsulating a brief bit of
biographical information for each individual when it could be found. When available, included was the
date of birth and location, the date of death, cause and location, burial location and whether that
individual was a veteran. If a cemetery is given either an address, road or GPS location is listed. It should
be noted that the GPS coordinates indicate the cemetery and not the individual grave site. If a photo was
found, | have included a link to the source where it can be viewed. If there is no information by the name it
means that sadly, none was located for that person.

The left hand column of hames is as appears on the Miners Memorial. If there is a variation in the name
or spelling | have included it in parenthesis as it appeared on the death certificate or another official
document. This includes full names where only initials had been provided on the monument. Additional
information from other sources such as “Find A Grave” or grave markers as to names, spelling, dates of
birth and death are listed and noted accordingly. There were a number or variant spellings, names and
dates. In researching | found often confusing information as to personal data. Several duplicated names
were found on the monument and one case where a duplicate death certificate was issued. A number of
errors were found in regard to the monument which are detailed in the body of the text. The best has
been done to be accurate with the information at hand. With often incomplete information on death
certificates and other sources, combined with sometimes execrable handwriting may result in some errors
creeping onto the pages despite attempts to the contrary.

It was discovered that the Harlan County mining experience was a homogenous one. Men—both Black
and White—as well as men from all manner of nations including Italy, Russia, Hungary, Portugal and
Spain to name a few, lived and worked in the same communities. Working often in less than optimal
conditions and safety as can be seen by the frequency and the repetitiveness of the type of fatalities
especially in certain mines. Surely safety conditions that would not be tolerated in the present day.

Mining was and remains an incredibly dangerous occupation. Aside from the fatalities listed on the
monument which is appalling, the thought of those unrecorded injuries permanently disabling or resulting
in loss of limbs or sight is staggering to contemplate. As the Merle Travis song “Dark As A Dungeon”
states, "the demons of death often come by surprise”, and so they did. An unscientific review of the data
shows that there were many ways to die or be injured in the mines. Without doubt the most common
cause was slate fall, rock fall, roof fall, whatever the terminology used. Slate falls were far and away the
leading cause of death. The others rounding out the top five in order of frequency were motor in the mine,
explosion, coal cars and electrocution. Some places were more lethal to work than others. A survey of
mine accidents in Harlan show that where a specific location is given the various U. S. Coal & Coke
Company mines at Lynch surpassed all the others in fatalities by nearly three to one. To round out the top
five in order were Kenvir, Yancey, Louellen and Verda. It should be noted that the number of fatalities
may also be tied to the size and duration of operation for mines such as at Lynch, the largest operation in
the county.

Finally, | wanted more than a mere name on a monument. These men were husbands, sons and
brothers. They each had a story. They were not first responders answering a call or servicemen going to
war. They were merely going to work daily to provide a living and make better lives for themselves and
their families. One day they never came home. They need to be remembered for their steadfastness and
sacrifice. Hopefully this list will do a small part.

In the preparation of this list three additional individuals were found who should have been included on
the monument but were not. There may be others who fit the criteria for inclusion on the monument who
have not been discovered. The three are:

William Harvey Cooper fatally injured December 30, 1924 slate fall in the mine at Kitts, Harlan Co., Ky.
Taken to the local hospital where it was revealed he had internal injuries to which he succumbed on
Wednesday December 31, 1924. Age 38 born Kentucky. Survived by a wife, four sons and one brother.
Body sent to LaFollette, Tn. for burial.

Essaw Massingill February 13, 1912-December 9, 1932 explosion in Harlan Fuel Company Zero mine at
Yancey, Harlan Co., Ky. which killed him and five of his brothers. His name for some reason was left off
the Miners Memorial monument in Harlan, Ky. The name as given above is the correct spelling. He is
identified wrongly as Essen Massengill on his death certificate and by the spelling of Essau on another
document.
