       OUR WATER POWER
  As we undoubtedly posses some very superior advantages over other  counties in the State, we will take a casual glance at the various creeks composing this water-power.  Commencing on the eastside of Franklin county, we first find Thompson creek, a pure, clear, and swift running stream, as are all the rest., with sufficient length and water to turn several mills. Leland has a grist mill in operation some three miles from the mouth and doing good work.  A flouring mill is under way at Riverton, not far from the mouth, which will be completed by harvest time.
  Then by going five or six miles west, we find a very fair little creek, undoubtedly capable of doing good service.  The banks are well calculated to afford the advantage a high fall would give, and a dam can be erected at a comparative small expense for a good high fall.  Two other creeks between this one and Franklin, though not quite so large, have yet sufficient advantage in good banks, to make them yet a desireable (sic) motive power for lighter work.

  Next, and a short distance west of Franklin, is Center creek, considerably larger than the two last, but not near as large as Thompson creek.  Which in time will be made available for a number of factories.
  Some five miles west of Center, and near Bloomington, is Little Cottonwood, though small in volume, the water could be arranged  -very easily-to fall a considerable highth (sic).  Half a mile further and we have big cottonwood, with advantages equal to Thompson creek, if not quite the amount of water.  A twenty-foot head can be had, and with a 35 inch Leffle wheel 68.7 horse-power is obtained.

  Last, but by no means least, of all the creeks on the north side of the river in Franklin county, is Turkey Creek.  Being about the same size of Thompson creek and Elm creek, in Webster county, The three creeks being about the same,  and the largest in the two counties.

  There is a flouring mill under way to be completed this summer, near the mouth of Turkey, and probably others will be started.  The inhabitants of this creek claim a good mill site on every quarter section it passes through for over five miles up it, where it leaves the county line, and for some distance in Harlan county.  This being the only mill stream on the north side of the river of any importance till you go quite a distance further west, it will be sought after as a very desirable location for mill purposes.
  In our hurried trip, we forgot to notice a number of other smaller streams, though too small to afford water-power, are yet useful in a thousand ways.

  The streams on the south side, are not as good for practicable mill purposes; yet we believe some of them can be made serviceable, as the banks are favorable for almost any amount of fall required. Any one wishing to set forth the advantages of the creeks on the other side, our columns are open.

  The Republican River is the last grand mogul in the water power business; but will take some “grit” to bring it into the harness.  There are a number of places with rock bottom across it, but we refrain wasting breath on the subject, until there is some demand for Herculean force in the machinery turning business, as we have sufficient  without it for all present probable use in the other streams.
