   Bloomington, now decided to be the County Seat of Franklin County, is favorably situated for the purpose, and unquestionably has the best and finest location for a town of any upon the Valley, and it would be very difficult to find a more desirable site in the entire State.  The town proper admits of a variety of choices for building, either leel ground or an ascending slope to the north—so gradual as to appear as tho’ you were not going up hill, yet will reach some 40 or 50 feet above the common level of the bench.  A large level piece of table land on the more elevated portion of the site, which does not exceed 100 feet above the river, contains excellent lots for suburban residences, from which a magnificent view over a wide spread of country is had.  The Scenery, to, is much finer than that which surrounds her sister towns up and down the valley; and having a favorable location to see, can also been seen (sic) to an advantage in return.  When a half dozen houses already gives it a respectable appearance , how majestic will it be when it once begins to assume anything like proportions to a good sized town?  Nearly every building in the town, if there were a thousand, could be separately and distinctly seen from a long distance on the approach from the east or the west, but would be most advantageously seen from the west.
   Though Bloomington is not in the direct geographical center of the county, we are safe in asserting that it occupies a central location of the community, and will very likely continue to do so.  The west and southwest portion of the county having the bulk of population.
   The town is most advantageously situated for cleanliness, and consequently its healthfulness is beyond doubt or dispute, taking also in consideration the well established reputation of the entire country, this will be a desirable place to reside.

   One admirable feature this town possesses is that the surrounding country is pretty well settled up, and there will soon be a great demand for businessmen and a town, to which the rural population must go to obtain their supplies, which, upon the gathering of an abundant harvest, must necessarily be increased.  If they fail to get what they want here, they will go elsewhere, but, we believe that in a very short time much of the needed articles can be had here, as the two stores already here and the third nearly completed, are arranging for a more extensive stock and variety.  Yet there is plenty room for more.

   To any one investing in business and property in this town, we feel at liberty in saying that it will be safe and paying. That it is very probable that the U.S. land office will be removed to this place, is also an item of considerable importance, not to be overlooked or lightly passed by, but worthy of consideration.
