Aggravated Incest.  Family Traditions Due to sexual abuse invading every aspect
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of my life- | chose to do away with traditional family celebrations. If you don't gather
with them they can't hurt you or your children. I've missed some of the family
because of this but managed to raise my children safe from my past. My husband
was also very non traditional, spontaneous sort of person so we just kind of made it
up as we went along, which most of the time meant everyone had a lot more fun.
Foreign Events As a young person it was Viet Nam. My brother served one tour
over there, as did many other young men that | knew. | was only 7 when my
brother's tour was over and he came home with drug and alcohol problems that left
scars on his entire family. I've always been saddened by the civil wars in the many
countries around the world that are constantly killing- it is heartbreaking. | don't
usually see things from the political realm usually from the human (Mom) realm.
Friendships I've not had many friends through the years. | was such a bully in
elementary school that | built walls that | never learned how to tear down. [ finally
got beat up and that turned me into a loner. | did have Cindy Beck (married Wenz)
as a friend from 2nd grade through high school- she moved a lot and I've lost track
of her. There also was Debbie Irlbeck (married Clark) who was a neighbor and
close friend that I've also lost track of. Most of the people | knew before | got
married drifted away when | got married and most of the friends or acquaintances
we have known through out the years wanted nothing to do with us after our arrest
for marijuana.  Gender Issues It has been a very interesting life. | grew up during
the era of women's liberation. I've been to bra burning parties. | saw my Mother
underpaid her entire life and struggle to raise her children while none of their fathers
paid a dime. So it made me decide that | would be INDEPENDENT. | would never
need a man. Then | met my husband. Who was strong enough to fend off my
father trying to get him out of my life. Yet gentle enough to let me "wear the pants".
Some view him as lazy, and at times I've accused him of being lazy- but truly God
sent me a life partner to support the needs | had, and still have. | was never willing
to allow a man to support me - in my warped mind that meant he would own me -
and | would have to do what he wanted. Mike and | have always worked but | have
usually earned more, had better incentives or something. Mike has loved me
enough to accept all my quirks and flaws even when he didn't know them or
understand them. | wanted my daughter's to have that same independence.

Regina has chosen to be a stay at home Mother to MY grandsons. | am so very
proud of her. ltis funny, | would have thought it would upset me, because it is the
opposite of what | tried to get her to do- but | am very happy and proud of her.
Adriane is very independent. | see it being as much of a problem for her as it was
for me to find the right man to stand by her, but when she does find him it will be
AWESOME!

It has both Mike and | worn out and down- | keep
hoping around the corner is a permanent vacation to make up for all the missed
ones. Hometown | was born in Kremmling, CO (Small town, USA) but raised in
Tucson, AZ(Big City, USA). | despised Tucson for a very long time. | decided that
Tucson was full of bad people - on the verge of evil people and swore when | got
away | would never go back. Well | got to get away and move to Kremmling- the
town people welcomed me home. This town is definitely small town USA. But | met
my father and realized that the evil followed me wherever | went. It was a big
learning step for me though- | got over hating Tucson and after many years stopped
hating myself too!  Immigration | feel as though we are all immigrants who stole
the Indian nation that we call the USA. But | find my husband's views very
interesting and more knowledgeable that | expected on this topic. Arnold
Swarztenager has been elected Governor of California. He is an immigrant from
Hungary (I Think) who began as a body builder, became an actor and is now a
politician. My husband tells me that he is trying to change the laws so that he can
run for President. | make an ignorant comment like why can't an immigrant run for
President? Well it seems our founding fathers wrote it into law- whom were all

television in our home. It had one dial with up to twelve stations but usually you
only received 3 maybe 4 channels. Today everyone has T.V. with cable or satellite
with literally hundreds of stations. All TV's are sold with remote controls and most
of us don't know how to operate our TV's without the remote. As a child, radio was
on AM. As a teenager FM started coming up with a few "elevator music" stations.
Now today everything is FM- AM still exists but barely! We went from playing music
on LP's or records to 8 track tapes to cassettes to CD's. Now today the newest
phase which | don't own yet would be MPEG players- music files! | worked with my
first computer in 1982. | enjoyed it very much- found the transition easy from typing
up the paper, then filing it to data entry on a computer. Today every public school
has a computer lab. Most of the time before a child finishes elementary school they
are proficient on a computer. They have become a way of life. We still call them
"PC" Personal computer- and it is so bad in our house that each of us have our own
desktop computer. We continually shop for a laptop for Adriane to take to college
with her. And of course all of the computers are hooked to the internet
superhighway of information at our house! The internet- from your living room you
can visit the Eiffel Tower. | wanted to own a new set of encyclopedia's because |
love history and reading about it- on my computer | can access ANYTHING,
ANYTIME that | want. It is incredible. Unfortunately being human I've seen and
used it for not good things as well. But | do very much enjoy it for research.

Legal Matters | always tried to live my life obeying the law and respecting people
who served the law. | never had much use for drugs or alcohol - having seen it
wreck so many lives around me. | did tolerate my husband smoking marijuana. |
did not allow it to be around our children. But in 1999 we all received a huge smack
in the face with the drug task force of our Garfield County, Colorado known as
Trident busting into our home and arresting Mike and | for possession of marijuana,
possession with intent to distribute and 4 counts as a "Special Offender" meaning
we possessed 4 handguns. Well Mike swore he had less than 8 ounces (which
would have been a misdemeanor charge) and the police had an argument in our
house that | heard stating it was a bad bust because there wasn't even 7 ounces.
But when we got out of jail that night we were charged with possession of 1.02 Ibs.
Two years later one of the arresting officers was discharged for planting evidence at
other crime scenes- we were offered dropping our convictions of possession with
intent to distribute and starting back at the arrest but | chose not to repeat the
traumatic experience. My husband became drug and alcohol free which is a
blessing. But the entire experience left a taste of distrust for our legal system, police
officers, probation and such. | now feel that if you have enough money you can
receive justice and medical treatment in America- but only if you have enough
money. Forgive my digression but | felt | should give a few other experiences that
| have had with the law and courts. | did testify once when | was 13 in a custody
battle. My best friends family were going through a divorce and | spoke up for their
father to get custody of the kids- at the time | honestly felt they would be better off
adopted- but my friend and her siblings wanted to live with their father, not their
mother and he did win custody of the kids. When | moved to Kremmling | met most
all of the town police, and the state troopers that handled our section of Highway
40. All of these men were Officers and Gentlemen. | also had a good report with
our Sheriff, being Huck Henderson. | gladly called him personally to chat, visit and
such. Upon my arrest many years later in a different county my view of police
officers has changed a lot- but | do remember when | felt they were my neighbors
and friends. Looking Over A Lifetime | am only 44- and hope that | get many
more years on this earth. I've accomplished creating a good and Godly life out of a
dysfunctional childhood. I've raised two beautiful daughters and had the privilege of
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spending lots of time with stepsons. So far | have one granddaughter and one
grandson which are complete joys in my life. I've seen obesity become a terrible
problem in the USA and that we still struggle with racism and not loving each other.
I've struggled with organized religion most of my life but since our arrest have truly
come to know Jesus Christ as my savior and God. He has helped through every
rough episode in my life and | continue to grow closer and to know him better on a
daily basis. Marriage | fell in love when | was 15. His name was Ronald John
Towkarski. He was 34. | got pregnant and he abandoned me after forcing me to
have an abortion. That was a rough start to love after having the sexual abuse in
my life. | married Michael James Maloney and we have had a fairly good marriage.
It has not been easy but | am very grateful that he stuck out years of healing from
sexual abuse. We managed to ride many storms of life so far and hope to continue
from here. Medical Epidemics It seems there is always some major disease
sweeping the planet but so far I've not been personally hurt by any of them. HIV is
a disease that seems to have started during my lifetime and has taken a lot of lives.
Cancer has been terrible but not as life threatening anymore. | worry more about
"germ warfare" than natural epidemics. But | decided a long time ago to be healthy
and God helps me keep that plan in effect. Medical History As a child growing up
in Tucson | caught every virus within 100 miles of me. | was sick most of the time-
once | moved to Colorado that seemed to end for me- | became healthy as a horse.
| take vitamin supplements regularly and have learned to treat many ailments with
vitamins and nutrition rather than drugs. During a period of time having to work two
jobs to pay the bills | developed some bizarre ailments- but | do believe it was my
body screaming for me to slow down. | have pinched nerves in my feet, bunions
and occasionally extreme swelling in my legs. Overall now that my body is not
overworked anymore | am doing much better! Throughout the years I've developed
my own homeopathic medical care and avoid seeing Doctors whenever possible. |
do not understand people who think Dr.'s cure everything, nor do | understand Dr.'s
who think they can- Raising an asthmatic child | learned to educate myself in our
needs and to only seek a Dr. if | couldn't handle it- such as asthma. Most
everything else | treat with vitamins and nutrition.  Moving My personal biggest
move was from AZ to CO. Overall it was a good move- it was a fun move! | loaded
one suitcase in my Brothers truck and left everything else behind. We followed a
friend of his to Hawthorne, Nevada for an Endurance Boat Race. The boat was
named "Close Encounters" and painted Black with strips of yellow, orange and red.
So on the drive to the race us 3 girls bought black bikini's and embroidered across
our rumps | LOVE CLOSE ENCOUNTERS. Rick (the boat owner) lost the race but
it was a terribly fun weekend! Dave, Sharon and | arrived in CO on July 29, 1979. |
was in hopes of a brand new start to life- unfortunately Dave's drinking put a
damper on my excitement and | moved in with my Father, which proved to be
jumping out of the pan into the fire- once | finally broke away from LeRoy then my
life began new and pretty doggone good. Natural Disasters I've been through a
couple of earthquakes visiting my sister, Linda in California. None of the big ones |
am glad to say! | decided long ago that | did not want to live where the ground
moved! My daughter, Regina, is now making her home in Oklahoma. | know God
will look after her- but | do get concerned when tornado season is upon her. | like
my safe, solid mountains that don't shake or blow away! There was a tsunami in
India last year 2005. It was horrific to see the film coverage of the devastation- | am
so grateful to not have been there and pray for those who are.  Occupation My
very first job was babysitting. And | did lots of it! One summer | was taking care of
10 kids a day. The summer | was thirteen | worked at a riding stables. | arrived
every morning, caught up the horses, groomed, saddled and tied them up. Then |
began cleaning out their pens. | never got a paycheck, | got to ride the horses
when all the chores were done and that was what | wanted! | went to work at
McDonald's when | was 16 full time and | worked part time at the tire store where
my Mom was a bookkeeper. | worked both of those jobs until | moved to Colorado.
When | got here | landed a cashier job at the Grocery Store- | stayed there until my
Father made me quit (power over me.....) When | was 21 and moved out on my
own | worked whatever job was available for about a year to support myself. | had
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like 5 part time jobs. | finally landed a job as Night Auditor at Silvercreek Resort in
Granby. This was full time and | was able to give up all the little jobs. | worked this
position for 2 years- was transferred to accounting during my pregnancy and left to
care for my premature baby. | then returned to Hotel Management for awhile but
figured out that being with my kids was way more important so began delivering
newspapers at night as an independent contractor so | could be with the kids during
the days~!  Personality and Values | swore that | would never be like my Mother-
but | am totally like my Mother! | never allowed drinking to be an issue so there is
one big change | made from her life but | work non stop like she did, sound like her,
think like she did- it is too funny!

Becky - PETS - yes she had WAY TOO MANY! But early in our marriage we only
had Duke a black lab that Mike picked out. Then we bought a couple of Llasa
Apso's - we were going to breed and make millions from puppies. One litter was
enough of that pipe dream. Then we bought our (MY) little slice of the American
dream - 7 Y2 acres. | filled it with dogs, cats, horses, a couple of sheep, a goat,
rabbits, etc. Most everything one of my daughters worked with through 4H to learn
lots from. But we quickly figured out that although we all wanted to raise our own
meat- eat healthy and such, none of us could eat our "pets". So then we ended up
with most of the animals dieing from natural causes and being buried somewhere
here.

My father was convinced we could live from the gold in the hills and | did go with
him 3 years all over the Rocky Mountains in Colorado using a gold pan, a small
sluice dredge and we even spent 2 summers in the wilderness region of Holy Cross
Mountain- our cousins Clair and Karl Smith hold mining claims for the Treasure
Vault Mine up there. We shoveled out 1 ton of ore from a stockpile and got nearly 1
ounce of gold- that only took 6 months and the price of gold was about 400.00 an
ounce. Itwas a 7 mile back pack trip into the area and we lived like people did in
the 1800's. It was quite interesting and | am glad | did it because it left me with an
appreciation for running water and electricity that | never had before.  Settling the
Great Plains While searching for Gold we did file some mining claims of our own-
since in this day and age it is the only way left to "homestead" land - otherwise you
have to buy it - wow, imagine that! Well we had staked out 160 acres in Buffalo
Park - my home away from home - but | did finally let the claims lapse knowing
there wasn't enough gold to justify them | didn't feel that | could be dishonest and
keep the land.
