$4,000 per ton. Clay Simms was also
the recipient of a number of speci-
mens of the same character, which be
has added to his fine eabinet,

puzzie to the scientists, and the occure
rence of silver in comparatively recent
geological periods upsets many fine
theories., The miners are not troub-
ling themselves asto how or when it
was deposited, feeling very well satis-
fied 10 find it in paying quantities.

S8AN FRANCISCO.

THE LOST STEAMER IN-
QUIRY.

Remarkablz Development in the Pinney
Case

Terrifie Explosion at the Hercules
PFowder Works,

THE PROPERTY A TOTAL LOSS.
SaAN FraANcIsco, June 8.

In the city of San Francisco inguiry

to-day, Benjamin Craig, who had been

for fifteen years master of coast ves-

sels on the Atlantle, contradicted the

testimony of Riddel that the steamer
was only six or seven miles frocm land
when she struck. The estimated dis-
tance is not less than 10 or 12 miles.
This corresponds nearly with the tes-
timony of Captain Waddell and other
witnesses.

The most remarkable development
f“ brought out by the Pinney trial
1a8 resulted fromn the examination of
the various certiticates in the hands of
the defense by prosecution, the start-
ling fact appearing that not one of the
12 certificates deposited by Pinney in
the Masonic Bank and on which $225,.
500 in gold was loaned him is indorsed
by the party in whose name it was
drawn and is valueless as collat-
eral to Pinoey’s note on which it was
given,

The Hercules powder works, located
between the Alins House and Golden
Gate Park were destroyed about noon
to-day by an explosion in the nitro-
glycerine house. The workmen had
all gone to dinver in a house some
three hundred yards distant from the
works, They had just reached the
dining room when the explosion took
place. The report was heard a great
distance. The glycerine house was
blown to stoms, and pieces thrown
several hundred feet. The ground in
the vicinity of the works was strew
with debris, as fine as if it had passed
through a quartz crushing machine.
The concussion of the atmosphere was
so great that windows and doors were
caved in, several thousand yards dis-
tant. Two men only were employed
in the glycerine room. They bad run
off the forenoon charge of about 500
pounds of glycerine, and deposited it in
the soda tanks in readiness to be con-
verted into powder before leaving for
dinner. This was all the explosive
material there was in the building.
The countents of the mixing house,
about one hundred yards distant from
the glyceriue house, were not effected
by the explosion. There are from 23
to 85 hands employed about the
works—mostly Chinamen. Fortun-
ately they were all at dinner. The
cause of the explosion is a mystery.
The buildings belonging to the works
were cheaply constructed, and prob-
ably 815,000 will cover the actual loss,
These works were destroyed by an
explosion about two and a halfl years
ago,

A Cane of Smnll-Pox.
There seems to be no doubt that
there is a case of genuine small-pox
in town. It is located a short distance
above the Episcopal Church, on Spring
street. The patient is Miss Lulu
Beardsley, who lately returned from

Bishop Whitaker's school at Reno.
The disease must have been contract-
ed either at Reno or on the way home.
Dr, Bishop, we understand, gives the
opinion that there can be no mistake
about the case being small-pox, Yes-
terday the yellow flag was displayed
from the prewises, and every precau-
tion is to be used to prevent the
spread of the contagion. We do not
apprehend that the scourge will be-
come epidemic. Warm weather and
small-pox do not E: well together, It
is well enough to cautious, but we
do not fear serious conseguences {rom
the appearance at this time, of small-
pox in our midst, The old time Eu-
rekans are wnot likely to get much
alarmed. We had here in February
and March, 1872, nearly one hundred
cases,
