1902 Fundraising Quilt

This list of names is from a 1902 fundraising quilt in a private Lake County collection. The quilt is made
of white cotton with a thin center batting. The names are embroidered in red thread. This was a
common style of quilt used by ladies’ church and community groups to raise funds during the late
nineteenth and early twentieth centuries. The quilt measures approximately 5'6”x5’6”. The names are
arranged in square blocks, counting six across and six down. There are over 435 names on the quilt.

The quilt is dated to the year 1902, which follows the signature of Margaret Gallagher, who appears on
the quilt. The purpose of this fundraiser was very possibly an area-wide effort to collect contributions
for the building fund of the Church of the Nativity of the Blessed Virgin Mary, in Newburgh (Cleveland),
Ohio. This church was built during this time to accommodate the newly arrived population of Catholic
Slovak immigrants to the neighborhood. The church was consecrated on December 6, 1903.

The center of the quilt is composed of four blocks containing the motto, “God Loves the Cheerful
Giver.”, and is signed with the names of Reverend A.M. Martin and Reverend K.P. Banks. These
priests, among others, served the population of the Catholic parishes of Lake County.

Many of the names on the quilt are identifiable as residents of Willoughby, Mentor, and Painesville.
Some appear to be from Cleveland. The names are written in cursive and vary in style. Because they
were then embroidered, and because of the age of the quilt, many of the names are hard to read,
which may cause misspellings in the names. Question marks and words in brackets have been added

by the editor.
