Perhaps his crowning
achievement began on Sep-
‘tember 15, 1955, when he
was appointed to the Board
of Directors of the fledgling
Trinity River Authority
(TRA) by Governor Shivers.
He was re-appointed by Go-
vernors Daniel, Connally,
Smith and Briscoe. He was
the last remaining member
of the original Board of
Directors of the TRA at the
time of his death.

The Board of Directors
elected Paul Cauthan (as
they knew him) as their
President from 1967 until
1971. During his term as
President, he supervised the
establishment of a manage-

ment organization for the
growing TRA. The Board of
Directors of the TRA, at the
request of the Trinity County
Commissioners’ Court, saw
fit to honor him for his
service by establishing the
Paul Hamilton Cauthan, Jr.
Park on the shores of the
White Rock Creek arm of
Lake Livingston.

From 1975 until 1977 he
served on the Basin Planning
Committee of the TRA, par-
ticipating in 20, public hear-
ings and two public confe-
rences to update the Trinity
Master Plan. Not just the
park, or Lake Livingston, but
the entire Trinity Mz ter
Plan will serve as a memo:ial
to Paul Hamilton Cauthan,
Jr. -- something of whic’ his

. wife, June, and daughters,

Mary Cauthan and Judy
Bishop, may well be proud.
