He was o
member of the East Texas Cham-
ber of Commerce, the local cham-
ber of commerce, and Lions Club.
For several terms he served on
the sahool board and was a mem-
ber of the county school board at
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his death. He had served as mayor
of the town and wids active in se-
curing the right-of-way for the
‘highway thraugh-Trinity, being in-
strumental in the prevention of
the highway department’s re-rout-
ing of the highway which would
have missed the main part of
Trinity He was very wmfluential
in getting the highway depart-
ment to build the Trinity River
bridge, being secretary and treas-
urer of the committee, and work-
ing on the project for ten vears.

One of his fnends has paid him
this tribute “Grady could always
meet you with a smile—was true
‘nnd layal to his friends and fair
to thote who opposed him—ready
to help any who were in distress,
and hiberal with h & prause ™ .
 Grady shared five sons and &
son-in-law with his country dur |
ing the years of war, but he was
ever mindful of the home fires
and struggled to have things m
order for the home coming of not
only his sons, but all sons. If
there were those who dishiked him
personally, he had only kindly
thoughts of their talents and held
no ill will against any man
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He was so concerned with the
welfare of others that he forgo*
self to the extent that he did not
realize his own failing health He
‘was reared in a Christian hom~
and when his parents had passed
away, he asked only for the fam-
‘ily Bible. It meant in his own
home just what it had meant in
his boyhood home.

Mr Waller leaves a wife, Ioma:
six sons, Jim Grady of Crockett.
Dan, Travis, Don Coy and G. C
of Trinity; two daughters, Mrs.
J B. Stephens of Alice, and Gen-
evieve of Trinity. who bear wit-
ness of the spirit of Christianity
which prevailed in the home. What
more could be said of any man
than that he loved God, his home
and his country? Grady did this.

Other survivors are a brother,
Demnis  Waller of Huntaville,
three sisters, Mrs. Fred Smith of
Livingston, Mrs. Ruth Murray of
La Porte, and Mrs. L. B. Allen of
Houston; 19 nieces and nephews.
