Kent Michael Miller, aresident of
Deerbrook Subdivision in Trinity
County, was driving a 1996
Chevrolet pickup truck northbound
when the truck drifted over and
brushed the safety railing leading to
the bridge at Brushy Creek, accord-

ing to Texas Highway Patrol Sgt.
Nita Bowen.

The driver apparently lost control
of the truck, which skidded side-
.ways to the left and overturned at
least one time, ejecting Miller from
the vehicle and landing upright,

Bowen said.

* Miller was pronounced dead at the
scene by Polk County Precinct 4
Justice of the Peace Howard Lilley,
who orderedanautopsy. The victim's

body was taken to Cochran Funeral
Home in Livingston.
